“It has a very long his-
tory, and it’s meant to 
preserve the rich western 
heritage we have in this 
area,” said Dana Wright, 
president of the Cottle-
King Livestock and Rodeo 
Association. “One of the 
reasons it’s held in April, 
which can be quite chilly, 
is that time coincides with 
spring branding for big 
ranches, so that was when 
all the cowboys in the area 
started having contests like 
who can rope the fastest or 
who could ride the mean-
est bronc.

“That’s why it is in April. 
That’s when all the cow-
boys were in town.”

Rodeo performances are 
scheduled to begin at 7:30 
p.m. each day with com-
petition in saddle bronc 
riding, bareback riding, 
bull riding, tie down calf 
roping, team roping, break-

away roping and barrel 
racing. Also included will 
be a stick-horse rodeo at 
5:30 p.m. Saturday, which 
will be held at the Moffitt 
Show Barn Complex.

“It’s for children, and 
it’s big,” Wright said. 
“There are different di-
visions. It’s always a lot 
of fun and draws a lot of 
people.”

The reunion is sched-
uled to take place at 9 
a.m. Saturday at Paducah 
High School. The event will 
feature a memorial tribute 
remembering those who 
have passed away in Cottle 
and King counties during

CUSTOM DESIGN, ART, AND EDITING

The origin of the name Llano Estacado, which means 
“staked plain” or “palisaded plain,” is uncertain. One of the 
first European explorers to describe the flat, featureless 
region that encompasses much of present-day West 
Texas and eastern New Mexico was Francisco Vázquez de 
Coronado. He wrote to the king of Spain on October 20, 
1541: “I reached some plains so vast, that I did not find 
their limit anywhere I went, although I travelled over them 
for more than 300 leagues . . . with no more land marks 
than if we had been swallowed up by the sea . . . . there was 
not a stone, nor bit of rising ground, nor a tree, nor a shrub, 
nor anything to go by.” Having approached the mesa from 
the west, the soldiers of the entrada remarked how the 
escarpment on its boundary resembled a fort or palisade.

While the legendary riches of Cibola and Quivira eluded 
Coronado, who returned to Mexico in disgrace after 
wandering the plains for another year, later speculators 
and colonists did not fail to exploit other treasures of 
the Southwest, from its thundering herds of bison to its 
unfenced rangelands to its deep deposits of fossil fuels and 
the pure underground pool of the Ogallala Aquifer.

The Llano today is a land of ranches and farms, busy 
cities and deserted hamlets, rails and roads, mesquite and 
prickly pear. Canyons carve through its thin crust, and 
the Colorado and Brazos river systems carry its streams 
and soils to the Gulf of Mexico. Blustering winds, hail, 
and tornadoes scour its level expanses—as do occasional 
blizzards, like the December 2009 snowstorm that brought 
Lubbock only its third white Christmas in the century since 
its weather records were first kept.
